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RESUMEN

El presente trabajo de investigacion aborda el proceso de homologacion de gastos militares
que se llevod a cabo entre Pert y Chile durante el periodo 2001 — 2010, el cual fue una
respuesta a la promocion que tanto las Naciones Unidas como la Organizacion de Estados
Americanos habian llevado a cabo para transparentar los gastos militares y de esta manera
contribuir con el fomento de la confianza entre los Estados.

En cuanto al inicio del proceso, este se implemento a partir de la reunion que sostuvieron los
presidentes de ambos paises en julio de 2001, en la que mediante una declaracion conjunta,
establecieron la Comision Binacional Permanente de Cooperacion Chile-Pert. No obstante,
y a pesar de una supuesta voluntad politica al mas alto nivel para llevar a buen puerto este
proceso, los resultados no fueron satisfactorios.

La iniciativa chilena obedeci6 a que previamente habia desarrollado con Argentina un
proceso similar, en donde particip6 la CEPAL y se incorpord su metodologia estandarizada
comun; llegando a ejecutar una comparacion de gastos militares que abarco el periodo 1995
—1998. Sin embargo, ni este organismo ni su metodologia posibilitaron transparentar los

gastos chilenos, especialmente los relacionados con la Ley Reservada del Cobre.

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ABSTRACT

The hereby research work treats on the homologation process of military expenditure that
was carried out between Peru and Chile during the 2001 — 2010 period, which was an
answer to the promotion that both the United Nations and the Organization of American
States had been going through to obtain transparency of military expenditure and thus to
contribute to encourage the confidence between the States.

Regarding the onset of the process, this was implemented from the meeting that the
presidents of both countries held back on July 2001, in which through a joint declaration, it
established the Permanent Bi-national Commission of Cooperation between Chile and Peru.
Nevertheless, and, despite of the allegedly political will of the highest level to take to good
port this process, the results were not satisfactory.

The Chilean initiative obeyed to a similar process that they had developed with Argentina
previously, in which it participated the ECLAC and it incorporated its common standardized
methodology; managing to execute a comparison of military expenditure that embraced
from 1995 — 1998.

However, neither this organism nor its methodology enabled to turn the Chilean expenditure

transparent, especially those related to the Restricted Law on Copper.
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
