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Resumen

La presente investigacion tuvo como objetivo general analizar las implicancias que han tenido los
intereses nacionales de Estados Unidos de América y la Republica Popular China en el &ambito de
la defensa de Chile, Ecuador y Peru, durante el afio 2024. Para ello, se emple6é una metodologia
de enfoque cualitativo con disefio fenomenoldgico, basada en el analisis documental y entrevistas
realizadas a una muestra de especialistas en seguridad y defensa nacional, que incluy6 a militares
peruanos, militares extranjeros y académicos. Los resultados reflejaron que los intereses
nacionales de los Estados Unidos de América y de la Republica Popular China, no evidencian que
hubieran afectado negativamente en la soberania nacional, integridad territorial e intereses
nacionales de los paises estudiados. Por el contrario, los hallazgos sefialaron impactos positivos,
al evidenciar un fortalecimiento en los dmbitos de defensa y seguridad, acompafiado por una
inversion econdmica importante. Sin embargo, se advirtio la existencia de riesgos potenciales que
podrian materializarse si no se gestionan de forma adecuada. En conclusion, durante el 2024 no se
detectaron efectos adversos en el ambito de la defensa de Chile, Ecuador y Peru. No obstante, la
competencia entre ambas potencias por la hegemonia mundial ofrece tanto oportunidades como
desafios, los cuales podrian convertirse en riesgos en el corto y largo plazo si no se administran de
manera equilibrada y estratégica. Esta investigacion subraya la necesidad de una gestion activa

para maximizar los beneficios y mitigar posibles amenazas.

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Abstract

The present research aimed to analyze the implications of the national interests of the United States
of America and the People's Republic of China in the defense sector of Chile, Ecuador, and Peru
during the year 2024. To achieve this, a qualitative methodology with a phenomenological design
was employed, based on documentary analysis and interviews conducted with a sample of
specialists in national security and defense, including Peruvian military officers, foreign military
officers, and academics. The results showed that the national interests of the United States of
America and the People's Republic of China did not appear to have negatively affected the national
sovereignty, territorial integrity, or national interests of the countries studied. On the contrary, the
findings indicated positive impacts, as they strengthened the areas of defense and security while
contributing significant economic investments. However, the study also highlighted the existence
of potential risks that could materialize if not managed properly. In conclusion, no adverse effects
were detected in the defense sector of Chile, Ecuador, and Peru during 2024. Nonetheless, the
competition between these two powers for global hegemony presents both opportunities and
challenges, which could evolve into risks in the short and long term if not handled in a balanced
and strategic manner. This research emphasizes the need for active management to maximize

benefits and mitigate potential threats.
